resurrection, there is no faith. 

For me we can debate many 

things within the context of 

Christianity, but the centrality 

of the resurrection is  non 

negotiable. Everything we 

know and believe is viewed 

through the context of Jesusô 

victory over death. In this God 

shows us he is willing to die 

for us and not just die but 

refuse to stay dead in a 

dramatic demonstration of 

divine love. Yes, proclaiming 

that someone who was dead is 

dead no longer seems foolish 

to many. People who die stay 

dead and death is the one 

frontier humanity has no hope 

of overcoming. But in Easter 

we make the bold assertion 

that life and death are Godôs 

business, and God has decided 

to create a new reality called 

life after death. 

   Without Easter there is no 

Christmas. Without Easter 

Jesus is just another person 

who taught some interesting 

things that the world may or 

may not remember. Without 

Easter the disciples go back to 

fishing and collecting taxes. 

Without Easter there would 

never be a church. Without 

Easter there is no faith called 

Christianity. Thank God we do 

not have to live without Easter, 

because with Easter there is 

hope. With Easter, God wins 

and evil loses. With Easter, 

God begins putting a broken 

world back together. With 

Easter comes the gift of the 

Holy Spirit and the creation of 

the Church. With Easter we are 

invited into a life that begins 

now and stretches into 

eternity. With Easter 

everything changes in the 

human story. Simply put, 

Easter is everything!
