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From your Senior Pastor 
What to do after Easter is a fair 
question, after all it is the same 
one the closest followers of Jesus 
asked themselves.  What to 
do?  They had found out that he 
was no longer dead and even 
witnessed his resurrected 
body.  They had seen him, 
touched him, eaten fish by the side 
of the sea together and yet they 
still wondered what to do.  Jesusô 
word to them, ñWait.ò  Wait until 
the Holy Spirit comes upon you 
and then you will know it is time to 
go to work.  I imagine they 
wondered, ñHow will we 
know?ò  Jesus does not need to 
give them any clues; he knows 
that they will know ñitò when they 
experience ñitò.  While knowing ñitò 
seems to be steeped in ambiguity, 
it is true that much of our life of 
faith comes down to simply 
knowing ñitò when we experience 
ñit.ò  The Holy Spirit is an aspect of 
God that is both mysterious and 
ethereal but also real and 
concrete.   Ultimately we know the 
Holy Spirit when we see ñitò, and 
sometimes we are even more 

aware of the Holy Spirit not 
through presence but through 
absence.   
 
Have you ever gone to church and 
felt nothing?  Zero, zilch, nadda.  It 
looks (and feels) something like 
this.  A half hearted greeting at the 
door, a lack of hospitality and 
energy in the pews, rote and 
boring worship, capped off with an 
uninspired and meaningless 
message.  When the Spirit of God 
is absent in a church it is a sad 
and miserable experience.  But 
when the Spirit is present, 
wow!  There is energy, life, 
enthusiasm, hope, joy, hospitality, 
optimism, biblical teaching, 
inspiring worship, and the 
unmistakable presence of ñit.ò   
 
Please be in prayer for your 
church staff as we take a day 
away to talk specifically about 
ñit.ò  We will be using a book by the 
same name written by Craig 
Groeschel that details how 
churches get òitò and keep ñitò.  My 
belief is that the Holy Spirit is alive 

and active at Denver UMC.  We 
can see the signs all around us as 
we gather for worship inside the 
church and carry the love of Christ 
out to our community.  The weeks 
after Easter are a time of 
celebrating the Resurrection of 
Jesus but also preparing for the 
coming of the Holy Spirit at 
Pentecost (June 4th).  As we 
wonder ñWhat to do after Easter?ò 
we have already been given our 
answer.  Celebrate what God has 
done and be ready for what God 
will do next through the strength of 
the Holy Spirit.
